LOL SUDBURY ANNOUNCES LINE UP 
 
Sudbury  – After an unprecedented success in its inaugural year, Laugh Out Loud (LOL) Sudbury Comedy Festival 
is back for year two and promises a bigger and better event that is sure to be the hot ticket this Spring. Running 
May 29-June 1st, LOL Sudbury will be an international affair showcasing talent from Sudbury, Ontario to London, 
England and a whole lot in between. 
 
The Opening Gala Show  on Thursday, May 29th, promises a hilarious night with Comedians from Canada, USA 
and England. Guest Host is sitcom legend Jason Alexander , an award-winning American television, cinema and 
musical theatre comedic actor, perhaps best known for his role as George Costanza on the hit television series 
Seinfeld. Also appearing in the show is John Moloney , one of Britain's most in-demand acts, a true comic and 
musical talent. He has appeared at the Just For Laughs Comedy Festival in Montreal and was the Winner of the 
Best Live Performer award for two years running at the London Comedy Festival. Returning to LOL Sudbury for 
the 2008 Festival is Winston Spear. A regular cast member and staff writer on CTV and The Comedy Network's 
hit sketch show Comedy Inc., he has appeared a number of times at the Just For Laughs Festival in Montreal, the 
Vancouver International Comedy Festival, and the Halifax Comedy Festival. Rounding out the show is Sabrina 
Jalees , who since setting foot on the Yuk Yuk's stage for the first time at age16, has been the youngest stand-up 
ever added to their professional roster. She later broke Mike Meyer's record for being the youngest artist hired by 
Second City. She has performed at the Just For Laughs Festival, recorded a Comedy NOW special for CTV and 
has toured across North America. The Opening Gala show will be May 29 at 9:00 pm at the Fraser Auditorium, 
Laurentian University. 
 
Also on Thursday night is Laugh Out Loud NOW  (Northern Ontario Wit), showcasing some of the best comics 
who hail from our Northern region. Featuring Brendan McKeigan (Sudbury), Mike Takacs  (Thunder Bay) and 
Rick Lemieux  (Timmins), this late night showcase is sure to have you laughing – attend at your own risk. LOL 
NOW is slated to start at 10:00 pm on May 29th at SRO Lounge on 93 Durham St. 
 
If comedy was split into food-groups, then a steady diet of jokes digesting the conflicted inner workings of men and 
women would be a staple.  And here’s the gut wrenching twist – at LOL Sudbury 2008, Battle of the Sexes  
promises to finally crown a winner in the age-old feud, as male and female comics face off and the audience votes 
a winner.  When the numbers count, you don’t bring your wife along to this one… you bring all of her uncles. 
Hosted by Mike Bullard  (Open Mike With Mike Bullard) the show features Carrie Gaetz, Kate Davis, Erica 
Sigurdson, Simon Cotter, Derek Seguin and Dave Hemsted. Battle of the Sexes is Friday, May 30th, 7:00 pm at 
the Fraser Auditorium. 
 
Friday night at the Fraser Auditorium will feature Canada’s hottest sketch comedy troupe – The Imponderables . 
In March 2004, The Imponderables - Dave, Eric, Jon, and Tony - made comedy folklore by becoming the first 
independent comedy troupe in Second City's 30 year history to be given a regular spot to perform on the 
prestigious mainstage. As a result The Imponderables were winners of the 2005 Canadian Comedy Award for 
Best Sketch Troupe. The Toronto Star describes the troupe by saying "The Imponderables have won frequent 
comparisons to the Kids in the Hall, mainly because they are young, charismatic, and often absurd...while the 
comparison is flattering, it's a little off. The Imponderables are more like SCTV and Monty Python. Like SCTV, their 
humour springs from the broad, perfectly honed characters and, like Monty Python; their comedy has an obtuse 
point of view punctuated by manic physicality." they will be sure to delight the LOL Sudbury Audience.  The 
Imponderables Show, hosted by Winston Spear will be at the Fraser Auditorium on Friday, May 30th at 9:45 pm.
